Goss, Chief Executive of Siemens plc. “The Carbon Trust Standard requires us to keep reducing our carbon footprint and to recertify every two years, so we’ll continue to build on the great work done so far and keep reducing our impact on the environment.” 
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Last year, by reducing travel, using web cam meeting technology and through energy saving refurbishments, Siemens managed an 8% energy reduction and ‘Energy Health Checks’ have identified future opportunities to help achieve at least the same target this year.
